PICKLEBALL SAFE PLAY PROTOCOL

The health and safety of patrons and staff at the Gloria Hayden Community Centre remains a top
priority. All user groups and patrons entering the Gloria Hayden Community Centre are expected to
comply with the following Safe Play Protocols. Individual patrons, user groups, and rentals found not

following these protocols may be asked to leave the facility.

e Only 16 people are permitted during each Pickleball session.

e Pre-registration is required for all Pickleball sessions. Registration begins 5 days in
advance of the scheduled drop-in session. Walk-ups may be accepted if capacity allows.

e Users are only allowed to book spots for themselves, their spouse and immediate family
members. No exceptions!

e Each person will receive a marked ball to use and serve. It is the person’s responsibility to
return the ball (and paddle if they borrowed one) to the Equipment Drop Off when they are
finished the activity.

e Attendees will be asked to spread their gear and equipment out and maintain 6 feet from
others equipment.

e Only 2 courts will be allowed at this time.
e Challenge Court and Silver/Gold Courts are not permitted at this time.

e All players must comply with 6 feet of physical distancing from other who are not from your
household or extended household

e Do not touch, adjust or move the nets at any time!
¢ Do not share borrowed or personal equipment with others!

¢ Avoid touching your face after manipulating a ball, racquet or when you hit the ball to another
player.

e Minimize the amount of whistling, cheering and excessive shouting.

e Use your paddle or foot to pass or send balls to another player.

e Wash and/or sanitize your hands after each game.

e Hand shakes and paddle taps are not permitted.

e Leave the court immediately following the game or end of the program time.

e Spectators will not be permitted because we cannot maintain the distancing guidelines.

e All users will get a 15-minute reminder before the scheduled end time. Please complete your
activity or game, gather equipment and vacate the space during the 15-minute window. No
exceptions!
