A BYLAW OF THE CITY OF YORKTON IN THE PROVINCE OF
SASKATCHEWAN TO AUTHORIZE THE DEREGISTRATION AND SALE OF

with the sale proceeds to be allocated to the City of Yorkton’s dedicated lands
account.
